% Not eligible for TANF, SNAP, or SSI for ten years after a conviction for making a fraudulent statement or representation regarding your state of residence
in order to receive assistance from more than one state.
% All MA in Pennsylvania is now federally-funded with the small exception of MA for certain immigrants who have been in the United States less than five
years and who are not refugees, asylees, or trafficking victims. This small group is eligible for General-Assistance-related MA.
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
